.:. Fabric used for garment MUSTHE AT LEAST 60 percent wool. (Consult MIWW 
brochures for ALL rules and regulations.) 

.:. Major criteria for judging: MARKETABILIn'. (How do you see your garment 
bettering the wool industry? Who would be your competition in the market? Who 
would be your customer? etc.) Garment needs to be drawn in a flat or mechanical 
drawing, front and back. 

•:. Include written description of garment pieces and any accessories (if made by 
designer). 

•:. Include description of how pattern was created in written commentary: Was it with 
patternmaking or was it draped? 

.:. Submit 5 x 7 front and back photos with a plain background and a 1 to 3 minute 
video. Garment MUST BE ON A MODEL. 

.:. NO COMMENTARY with video. 

•:. Name of student or school is NOT TO BF MENTIONED in written material or on 
video. 

•:. Video should zoom in on hems, collars, pockets, sleeve caps and great details for 
construction. 

•:. Is garment pictured in video and photograph on the model for which it was . 
created? DO NOT mention if you are modeling your own garment.
