All medications are 

administered by the nurse. 

Meals — a full time staff provides three wholesome,     

balanced meals each day. Lunch and Dinner include a  

self-serve salad bar, ensuring there’s something for     

everyone.

Early registration, March 1—June 14  $230 (youth) $110 (adult) 
Late registration, June 15-23  $242 (youth) $116 (adult) 

 
Registration covers all meals, lodging, refreshments, health care 
services, facility and programming fees for the 3 night, 4 day 
event.  Registrations accepted on a first come first served basis 
until the camp is filled. Youth are assigned to dormitories with 
other youth from their county; youth may request a dorm room-
mate during the registration process. 
 
Please note any food allergies or special meal requests (gluten 
free, vegetarian, etc.) on the Registration form. 
 
Camp T-shirts may be purchased in advance, during the Regis-
tration process. Initial registration can be made with a $25 non-
refundable deposit through June 14. All payments must be re-
ceived by June 23. Canceled registrations result in forfeit of the 
$25 deposit, if received ten days prior to start of camp; otherwise 
a 50% forfeiture of registration.
