- Seniors (9"-12" grade, no older than 18) 1 prone, 1 standing & 1 kneeling target, 30 record
shots total.

Target: Orion 12 Bull 50ft Smallbore Rifle Target.

Rifles- Any safe .22 rifle that can be loaded one shot at a time. Competitors must manually load each shot and
can only have one round in the gun at a time. Only metallic sights may be used. No scopes or
other telescopic sights, no red dots etc.
